HRPC is a national organization. It is registered under the Trust Act, 1882 (Govt Of India), NITI Aayog, Government of India
NGO Darpan Portal, and Sections 12A/80G of the Income Tax Act. The headquarters of the organization is located in New
Delhi and its officials are working at every block, district, division and state level.

Functions of the Organization -

Protection and training of human rights activists

Conducting awareness campaigns and promoting human rights

Educating citizens about their rights and ensuring their protection
Providing legal assistance and fighting for citizens' rights

Reporting irregularities in government offices/departments to authorities
Inspecting government offices with due permission to assess facilities
Organizing human rights awareness camps in government offices

HRPC operates under the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993 and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR),
1948. The organization aims to uphold and promote human rights awareness and foster justice and equality in society.

Activities -

e Organizing human rights awareness camps in villages, municipalities, schools, and colleges
e Participating in Lok Adalats to provide legal aid to victims

e Raising awareness among women and children about their rights

e Combating bonded labour and ensuring laborers’ receive their due rights

Preventing child marriage, dowry practices, caste discrimination, illegal mining, and corruption
Working towards social harmony and collaborating with local administrations

Operational Framework -

e Filing Public Interest Litigations (PILs) in courts

e Seeking justice through the Human Rights Commission, Women’s Commission, Child Protection Commission, and Lok
Adalats

e Providing legal assistance through trained advocates, journalists, employees, and human rights activists

HRPC has a dedicated team of trained human rights activists at the block, district, division, and state levels, ensuring timely
assistance for every victim across India. Many of the organization's officials have received national, state, and district-level
recognition for their exceptional contributions to human rights protection.

Achievements of the Organization -

e HRPC has successfully rescued numerous children and individuals from human trafficking and child trafficking. The
organization has filed several PILs in High Courts and the Supreme Court, demanded CBI and CID investigations, and
ensured that justice was served in various cases.

e Through Human Rights Commissions, Women’s Commissions, and Child Protection Commissions, HRPC has helped
thousands of victims receive justice.

e Several Padma Shri awardees, brand ambassadors, administrative officers, retired officials, senior lawyers, journalists,
Presidential and Governor awardees, and prominent human rights activists are associated with HRPC.
